Dear Prime Minister & political leaders,

Today marks global Human Rights
Day. Seventy-five years ago, a
ground-breaking global pledge was
made: to commit to universal human
rights for all people, everywhere,
through the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights (UDHR). Anchored by
common fundamental values that
reach beyond divides, the UDHR
makes it clear that universal human
rights are part of what it means to be
human, not gifts granted by the state.

This year also celebrates the victory to secure our Human Rights Act, with the UK
Government withdrawing its two-year campaign to scrap it in favour of a Rights
Removal Bill that would have taken us away from universal human rights
protections. Voices across civil society joined together to speak up, exemplifying
the United Nations’ call to action this year: to support a movement of shared
humanity while empowering people to claim their rights.

Enshrining the rights of all human beings to equal dignity and respect, the UDHR
sets a global blueprint for international, national, and local laws and policies. The
UDHR inspired the European Convention on Human Rights, laying the foundations
for everyone in the UK to be able to challenge the institutions of public power that
impact our lives. Brought home by our own Human Rights Act, as legal tools to hold
the powerful accountable in courtrooms and through practical everyday
advocacy, each one of us can access our universal human rights in what Eleanor
Roosevelt, key architect of the UDHR, called our “smaill places close to home”.

This Human Rights Day, we celebrate having secured our Human Rights Act; we
celebrate the UDHR. There is, however, much work to do in resisting the sustained
attacks on universal human rights here at home. We are calling on all political
leaders to reaffirm the commitment to universal human rights for all people,
through both words and actions, nationally, in devolved nations, and in the small
places close to home.
